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Youth Entrepreneurship Challenge 
Comes to Barber County 
March 11th we will have 3 businesses entered in the 1st
Barber County Youth Entrepreneurship Challenge.  It is open
to all Barber County Youth in 7th to 12 grades.  

Youth Entrepreneurship Challenge (YEC) is a program that is
managed by Network Kansas and Kansas State University.
This is a joint effort between Barber County Development and
K-State Research and Extension in Barber County. 
 
WHAT IS A YEC COMPETITION? Communities host locally-
organized events that bring students together for the purpose
of a hands-on entrepreneurship experience. Typically, local
entrepreneurship competitions involve students preparing a
written business plan or executive summary, a “tradeshow
booth” (similar to a science fair tabletop display), and a pitch
or presentation. 

The winner will qualify to attend the State Contest at K-State.
The State Contest has over $70,000 in prize money this year.  

The Trade Show will open at 3:00 P.M. Awards will be at 3:30
P.M. They will be allowed to take down their displays after
photos are taken with the awards. This would be a great way
to learn about the contest and be able to help promote it next
year.  

This contest should continue to grow in future years.
